  (Do NOT use “borrowed” images such as pictures from magazines or books.) 

4. For day 3 (February 25): 

• Bring your camera.   

• Write a list of any places you have shown your work. 

• List art organizations you currently belong to or have belonged to in the past.

A. Easel (preferable standing, as opposed to table) 

 

B. Stretched Canvas  

• 16” X 20” or 18” X 24” size is best 

• Fredericks brand recommended 

 

C. Acrylic paint 

• In colors compatible to the subject matter 

• Used for toning the canvas if you choose

E. Pencils and/or Markers 

• Light, Medium and Dark values 

• Used for small sketches of composition possibilities 

 

F. Liquitex Liquid:  

• 1 small bottle matte medium 

• 1 small bottle gloss medium/varnish 

G. Blair or Krylon Workable Fixative 

 

H. Cup or Jar for water 

 

I. Large size Paint Brush for toning canvas 

 

J. Pastels 

• Hard: Nupastel or Faber-Castell 

• Medium: Rembrandt or Unison 

• Soft: Senellier, Great American, Terry Ludwig or Schminke 

 

K. 1 Combination Preval Sprayer 

• Bottle and Sprayer combined 

• Bring 1 extra sprayer for back-up
