G. Acryllc Paints: (ONLY ACRYLICS)
Cadmium Yellow Light — cool (toward green) opaqiggt yellow
Cadmium Yellow Medium — warm opaque yellow
Cadmium Red Light — warm (toward orange) opaqu ligd
Quinacridone Red — cool (toward blue)
Alizarin Permanent — cool (toward blue) transparedt
Dioxazine Violet
Ultramarine Blue — warm (toward red) transparengbl
Pthalo Blue — cool (toward green) semi-transpab&rd

Pthalo Green — medium transparent green
Permanent Green Light
Ivory Black — mixing black with moderate tintingehgth
Titanium White — large tube
2 Wide-mouth glass jars with lids:

(1 for cleaning brushes; 1 for mixing with paint)
Atomizer or spray bottle to help keep palette moist

Cleaning Brushes used with Acrylics

. Wipe off any excess paint using a cloth or tefiue.
. Rinse the brush in lukewarm water if you've besing a water-based medium.

Never use hot water as it can expand the ferralgsiog the hairs to fall out.

. Wipe it on the cloth again to remove the laghefexcess paint.
. Wash gently using a little bit of mild soap (tyerather than dishwashing liquid).

Dab the brush gently onto the piece of soap, andkk wp lather in the palm of
your hand.

. Rinse and repeat until there's no trace of agracoming out. Over time a brush

may become stained, but don't stop rinsing untiingosure there's no paint left.

. Rinse once more in clean, lukewarm water to reany traces of soap. Shake off

the water.

7. Use your fingers to gently shape the brush Itadts correct shape.

Wrap the bristles in toilet paper while the trisstill wet. When the paper dries it'll
contract, pulling the bristles into shape.

Leave brush to dry at room temperature. Englgr@at resting on its head as it will
then dry misshapen. Standing it on the back ohtredle works well.

10. If you're worried about the toxicity of the paou're working with, wear gloves

while painting and cleaning your brushes. Alsoatiyfind the paint is drying out
and cracking, or staining your skin.

Always use separate brushes for oil painting\matér-based medium. After all, oil
repels water. Also use separate brushes for vargestso, and masking fluid.

Don't let acrylic paint dry on a brush as itdevaesistant when dry. But also never
leave a brush standing in water.

Never use a lot of pressure to force paint dua drush. Be patient and rinse it
several times.

If your brush is made from natural bristle, y@an soften it by rinsing it with hair
conditioner or baby oil.

Misshapen synthetic brushes can sometimes b@aped by soaking them in hot
water (not boiling).
